Literary Analysis: In-class Essay 
The Importance of Being Earnest
Wednesday, April 2
Purpose: In literature, the reader is expected to draw connections between what is presented and attempt to consider/understand what informed the work.  The purpose of literary analysis is to afford the reader the opportunity to express an individualistic interpretation for others to consider that is born from research.  This in-class essay will focus on your ability to express your own ideas using a selected literary criticism approach, present a logical analysis, and analyze the format and structure of literature.  The paper should not present the reader-response method of literary analysis/criticism.  

Bottom Line: The paper is an attempt to have you consider why you reacted to certain elements of the primary work beyond simply the surface reaction.  Instead, you are deconstructing the content and finding support to strengthen and inform your overall reaction and understanding. 
Scoring: The following section explains the expectations and criteria for the assignment-

Format (20): the paper has a definite structure including an introduction with a clearly defined thesis statement, a minimum of three supporting body paragraphs, and a conclusion. Each paragraph should introduce a reference and a developed reaction, critique, analysis, etc.  
References (10): the paper must use the literature as a means of support for the analysis.  The paper should have two direct references from the primary work [textbooks may be used].  Additionally, the paper must must have three direct references (quotes/paraphrases) from secondary works/sources.
Mechanics (10): the paper should be void of any and all mistakes with regard to spelling and punctuation.  Please use a # 12 font.


FCAs (10): the essay must use one rhetorical device [underlined] and two semicolons [both clauses underlined before and after the semicolon].
Required Heading: For all papers.  Failure to use this heading will result in deduction.
