Course Overview: 
This is a survey study of English literature from the Anglo-Saxon period to the present.  In this course the historical, social and cultural backgrounds of the various periods will be discussed.  The analysis of specific English writers will provide the student with valuable background material.  This course also blends composition throughout units of study.  Expect in-class essays as well as formal, five-paragraph process essays corresponding to the literature (at times).  This course is required for Phase III students and provides college preparation work.  Essentially, through the course of this semester we as a class will read and discuss literature and make every attempt to relate it to real life applications in an effort to better understand.  Regardless of where you have been or where you are going, the objective of this course is to collaborate ideas and apply them to functions of education.
